The purpose of this letter is to inform you about the three primary fundraisers for this summer’s SERVE trip to Swift Current, SK from July 11-19.  Below you will find descriptions of the fundraisers along with the ways in which you can be involved.  Parents, I would welcome any help you can give.  Students, participation in these fundraisers is mandatory for all of you coming on the trip (unless you talk to me personally).  Students not able to attend SERVE this summer are welcome to participate in these events as well and help raise money for their friends.  
1.  Spaghetti Potluck/Sauce Contest & Student Auction – Sunday, May 31st

Catchy name, isn’t it?  The idea behind this fundraiser is that we will host a potluck for the entire church on May 31st after the worship service.  We will be responsible for cooking large quantities of pasta, garlic bread, and salad.  People from the church will bring their own homemade pasta sauces.  At the potluck people will sample the sauces, give them a ranking and there will be a prize awarded for the highest rated sauce. 
The second component to this is the student auction.  Each student attending SERVE (and those who aren’t, if they want to,) will be auctioned off to a person from the church, thereby agreeing to do a half days’ work for the buyer.  To make it more fun, I want to encourage the students to dress up in a costume of a particular type of worker (i.e. gardener, painter, mechanic, teacher, doctor, etc.)  All the money that is raised will be split evenly between the students attending SERVE.

2) Arrive at the church on Sunday, May 31st at 10:00am to help cook/set-up
3) Bring costumes to wear for the auction

All of the money raised will go directly to our SERVE trip.  We will also be selling hot dogs, pop, and popsicles in order to raise more funds.  
Many, many volunteers will be needed to make this happen.  Here are the ways to be involved:

1) Donate items for the sale and encourage non-church friends to donate as well.

2) On Friday, June 19th (the night before the sale) from 6:00-9:00pm we will be sorting and pricing items at the church.  We will need at least 10 people to make this large task doable in three hours.

3) Help set-up on Saturday morning at 8:00am and take down from 3:00-4:00pm

4) Help cook, be a cashier, hold signs on 10th avenue, answer people`s questions, and more.
